Board meeting recap 

The board met this past Monday evening. Dr. Brett Prilik was on hand to answer any additional questions about the 

Springboard afterschool enrichment program, which is slated to start up in the fall. The program will not replace our 

current aftercare program, Academy Kids, but will be in addition to it. 

 

We had increased attendance at the meeting; many parents were there to discuss discipline issues in the fifth grade. The 

current reward system is not working according to some parents. The administration is looking at revising the discipline 

policy for 4th and 5th grades, and possibly following the behavior/discipline system currently in place for the middle 

school. This system gives more power to the teachers on discipline matters, and the ability to issue detentions. 

 

School Advisory Council 

Many thanks go to Kristen Wenaas! This ACS parent has spearheaded getting the School Advisory Council off the 

ground and made sure ACS has been compliant in all areas. She has put in numerous hours, and we recognize all of her 

hard work, time and efforts. Thank you, Kristen! 

 

Parent Survey Results 

The spring parent survey administered in late March drew 136 respondents. We would like to share some of the results 

with our parents.  

 

According to the survey, the top three things that ACS is doing well are: 

1. The sense of family and community at ACS 

2. The great teachers and staff we have on board 

3. How well our children are doing academically/the return to academic excellence at ACS 

 

The top three things parents said we could do better were: 

1. Teacher retention 

2. Discipline/behavior issues with students 

3. Communication 

 

Specific comments from the survey are confidential and cannot be shared. The deans and the Governing Board will be 

looking at all results, and using the information in a variety of ways to help improve our school. Thank you to all who 

participated in the survey.

The board meets throughout the summer, and parents and staff are welcome to attend all meetings. Our next working 

session is set for Thursday, May 29, from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m. in the conference room. The June meeting is tentatively 

planned for Monday, June 9, at the school, and will be confirmed at the May meeting. 
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ACS Track News 

The ACS track team competed in its final meet of the season, and largest meet to date last Saturday 

in Bailey, at the Mustang Mountain Classic, against 17 other schools. Weather conditions were not 

for the faint of heart, as the bitter cold and extreme wind made competing a real challenge for every-

one. All of our athletes tried their hardest and can be proud of their achievements!  

Individual standouts include Jessica Farra, with two 2nd place finishes, in the hurdles and long jump, 

Bejan Akhavan with a 3rd in hurdles, Marianna Haneke with 4th in the 1600 meters, and Andrew 

Adams taking 4th in the shot put. Also, our 6th grade boys 4 x 400 relay team placed fourth, Mark 

Allen and Zach Taylor took 5th and 6th places respectively in the 400 meter run, and Jesse Sanders 

placed 6th in the long jump.  

Because most of the schools we compete against only have 7th and 8th graders, and the number of 

entries per event at meets is limited, many of our athletes have had to compete a grade level above 

their own all season. They stepped up to the challenge and gained valuable experience, while putting 

forth maximum effort. Congratulations to the ACS track team for a fine season!
