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. $3,000 from Target to support our Battle of the Books for the after school reading program

. $610 from Toshiba to support a science project Mrs. Spangler will be doing in February using a life-size heart demonstration for
students to ‘walk through’ the heart and its functions.

What an impact
that’s had on ACS this yeat!
