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Policy Committee news 

 

The Policy Committee held two meetings in December to discuss upcoming changes to the dress code policy and asked parents for input 

regarding the vendor selection criteria.  We had a great turn out and I thank all the parents for their input!  A survey was also made avail-

able to gather input from those families that could not attend either meeting.  The final order of business was to form a Vendor Selection 

Committee.  I am very happy to report that 18 of the 33 parents in attendance agreed to be on the Vendor Selection Committee.   

 The Vendor Selection Committee held their first meeting on Monday, January 26th.   Kendra Landrey was elected as the Committee 

Chair.  The 80 completed surveys and feedback from families indicated that the number one area of consideration should be cost fol-

lowed by durability, shopping convenience, and range of clothing sizes.   The survey also indicated that the majority of our parents prefer 

to shop at a store with an option to shop on-line or via the phone.  Ninety-one percent of those that responded shopped at multiple loca-

tions.  The committee has completed a list of criteria to be used in evaluating vendors and retailers.  That process will begin next 

week.   Stay tuned for further updates.
