The Governing Board and Policy Committee met to discuss dress code changes 

these past few weeks. The basic policy has not been changed but more details 

have been provided for the “do’s and don’t’s”. The detailed policy is on our web-

site!  The enforcement of the dress code policy will be more strict next school 

year.  Violations will be enforced as follows next school year: 

 

1st Violation:  Written notification/Email notification of dress code violation will be 

sent home with student to be signed by parents/guardians and returned by the fol-

lowing school day.  Any student not adhering to the dress code will also be sent to the 

office to call a parent/guardian for an immediate change of clothing or receive a 

change of clothing from the ACS clothing closet before being allowed to return to the 

classroom.  If the parent/guardian refuses to bring a change of clothing to school, the 

student will receive an in-school suspension.  Pursuant to school policy, during the in-

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school suspension the student will receive zero credit for school work the day of the suspension.  

 

2nd Violation:  The student will be sent to the office to call a parent/guardian for an immediate change of clothing or re-

ceive a change of clothing from the ACS clothing closet before being allowed to return to the classroom.  If the parent/

guardian refuses to bring a change of clothing to school, the student will receive an in-school suspension.  Pursuant to 

school policy, during the in-school suspension the student will receive zero credit for school work the day of the suspen-

sion.  The student will also lose their dress down day privilege for the next ACS Dress of Choice Day.   

 

3rd Violation:  The student will be sent to the office to call a parent/guardian for an immediate change of clothing or re-

ceive a change of clothing from the ACS clothing closet before being allowed to return to the classroom.  If the parent/

guardian refuses to bring a change of clothing to school, the student will receive an in-school suspension.  Pursuant to 

school policy, during the in-school suspension the student will receive zero credit for school work the day of the suspen-

sion. Also, the student will lose all dress down day privileges and Dress of Choice Days for the remainder of the school 

year. 

 

4th Violation/Subsequent Violation(s):  The student will receive an in-school detention.  Pursuant to school policy, during 

the in-school suspension the student will receive zero credit for school work the day of the suspension.  The student will 

also lose their dress down day privilege for the remainder of the school year.  Further consequences will be at the discre-

tion of the Deans.
