ACS track has phenomenal season

The ACS track team has almost completed its season and has had much success at the meets held so far. Our 19 athletes participated in
meets at Englewood High School on April 8% and April 14, followed by a larger Invitational against seven other teams there on May 1st.
The ACS team had a great day at the Englewood Invitational with many individual wins, including Forrest Barton in the 1600 meter run,
Jessica Farra in the 100 meter hurdles, Jesse Sanders in the 200 meter dash, and the boys 4 x 100 relay team (Culley McNeill, James White,
Nate Chadwick, and Jesse Sanders). The girls' team and the boys' team earned many team points, each winning a 3td place trophy, plus a
number of individual place ribbons. These are the first trophies an ACS track team has ever earned!

Last Saturday, the team traveled to Bailey for a huge track meet, the Mustang Mountain Classic Invitational. ACS tracksters held their own
against the 15 other teams there, and again came home with a stack of individual place ribbons. Jessica Farra brought home first place
finishes in three events O shot put, high jump and as a member of the gitls medley relay team, which also included Kaeleen Knopp, Janna
Allen and Leilani Rodriguez. Nate Chadwick had an outstanding meet as well, earning second place in the long jump and 400 meter run.
All team members gave great efforts, which contributed to our team totals.

On Tuesday, a meet was held in Evergreen 0 with a track surrounded by pine trees and mountain views - it was almost difficult to con-
centrate on competing! We are still awaiting final scores and times. The last meet of the season is set for this Friday in Highlands Ranch.
The girls and boys track teams at ACS have worked hard this season and their efforts are truly paying off in competition!
